Completing the application form
The application form will need to be completed in full and returned to Cuckoo Hall Primary School by 31st January 2009. We will need to see evidence of your child’s home address and date of birth. 

For evidence of your address you should provide two of the following, one of these must be notification of child benefit from HMRC (unless you are subject to immigration control).
· a child benefit letter

· a mortgage or rental agreement

· a Council tax statement

· a utility bill

· a child’s medical card

 Less than 3 months old.
To confirm your child’s date of birth you may provide his/her birth certificate, or passport.

Nursery classes in Cuckoo Hall Primary are part time and are open during term time only. Children in Nursery classes attend either five mornings or five afternoons a week.

Children who attend Cuckoo Hall Nursery are not guaranteed a place in the reception classes of the same school. All parents have to re-apply for admission for the following year.

When you sign the application form, you are asked to confirm you have received, read and understood Cuckoo Hall’s Primary School Admission Criteria. You are also signing to confirm the information you have given is accurate and complete and that you understand if there is false information, Cuckoo Hall Primary School has the right to withhold or withdraw the offer of a place.
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How applications are decided
The process of allocating places will begin after 31 January 2009, once the completed applications have been returned to the school. Applications are not dealt with on a first come first serve basis. The school will prioritise all the applications that have been received in accordance with the admission criteria. This briefly includes:
· Children in public care (looked after children).

· Verifying that children are siblings, living at the same address and that the older child is expected to still be at the same school in September 2009.
· Verifying children of twin/multiple births.
· Measuring the distance from the home to the school.

Parents will be advised of the outcome of their application in April 2009.You will be asked to respond to this letter within 10 days. If you do not reply by the date given, the place will be withdrawn and offered to another child. Unsuccessful applicants will be given reasons relating to the oversubscription criteria.
Late Applications
It is important to apply during the application period as late applications will be considered only after places have been allocated to the children whose parents applied before the closing dates. Nursery class places are in considerable demand and it would be unusual to have vacancies once all ‘on time’ applications have been processed. It is, therefore, very important to apply at the correct time. If no vacancy occurs then the late applicant will be added to the waiting list.
